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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q. Does the National Arts Centre host ceremonies?

We would be delighted to host your marriage ceremony, followed by your reception. Available
ceremony locations can be discussed, depending on your reception room and number of expected
guests. The room rental fee is $750. Ceremonies are not permitted in the NAC public spaces,
including the Roof Top Terrace.

Q. What items are not included in the wedding package?

The following items are not part of the wedding package: photographers, flowers, DJ services,
backdrops, photo booths, officiant, wedding cake, decor to name just a few. We would be pleased
to provide you with a list of qualified Ottawa wedding suppliers.

Q. Is there a room rental charge?

Yes, there is a room rental charge. Rental fees vary depending on the time of year and the food
and beverage revenues. Rental fees for your desired space can be discussed with the Meetings
and Events team.

Q. Is there a minimum revenue required per event space?

Yes, there is a minimum amount of revenue required. Food and beverage minimums vary
depending on the season. Minimum revenues for your desired space can be discussed with the
Meetings and Events team.

Q. Is there a minimum number of guests required for a package?
Our wedding packages are designed for groups of 80 people or more. For groups between 40 and
79 guests, a $15 surcharge per person is applicable.

Q. Who will be managing my wedding details? Can | meet them?

Your assigned Catering Sales Manager works with you from the first phone call to final details. On
the day of the wedding, a Banquet Captain oversees your reception. This person will introduce
themselves to you, or the assigned site contact, and is your location contact until the end of the
event. Note that the Banquet Captain is nota 'day of ‘wedding planner and should assign tasks
other than your reception and evening service to a family member or a hired wedding planner.

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Q. When is my menu selection required?

Your menu choices are required no less than 30 days prior to your wedding date. The Acts " pricing
is based on choosing the same menu for all guests, except for special dietary restrictions or
vegetarian meals.

Q. Can | offer my guests a choice of main courses?

Adding a second main course option for your guests to choose from is available at a $8 surcharge
per person. This option is subject to having the final numbers prior to the event from each guest,
as per your timeline will indicate.

Q. Are special meals available?

We are pleased to provide alternate meals for guests with dairy, gluten, vegetarian and restrictions.
Please inquire about our options for religious and cultural requirements. Requests for additional
special meals or dietary restrictions can be accommodated for a charge of $6 per person.

Q. Are my vendors or supplier meals included? (i.e. Photographer, DJ, Wedding planner, etc.)
No, they are notincluded unless you add them to your guest count. Vendor meals can be added
for $95 (Before tax and service charges). This does not include alcohol. Vendors will receive the
same four course dinner menu you have pre-selected for your guests.

Q. When is the final head count required?

Final details are required two weeks prior to your wedding day, and your final guaranteed number
of guests is required five business days prior to your wedding day. This is what you will be billed
for.

Q. Can | bring in any DJ or live entertainment | want?

Quality Entertainment is the official supplier of DJ services and live entertainment to the NAC.
They provide a complete range of skilled Disc Jockeys, musicians, state-of-the-art equipment, and
personalized service. Arrangements and planning can be made directly with them. Any outside
company used by the client requires approval by the NAC and a minimum user charge of $500.

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Q. Can | bring in any decorator | want?

They
provide a range of comprehensive event design services and will source and produce everything
needed for aesthetic aspects of your wedding, such as linens, furniture, decor, signage, lighting,
and more. Any outside company used by the client requires approval by the NAC and a minimum
user charge of $1000. Your decorator/rental company is responsible for the set up and tear down
of allitems brought to the NAC. The NAC is not responsible for any lost, broken or misplaced items
brought in and left overnight.

Q. What are SOCAN and Re: Sound Fees?
SOCAN is the Society of Composers, Authors and Music Publishers of Canada. Re:Sound is a
Canadian not-for-profit music licensing company dedicated to obtaining fair compensation for
artists and record companies for their performance rights. Both SOCAN and Re:Sound fees apply
for all events where live or recorded music is played. The Fees for events using live or recorded
music (including DJs) are below.

Q. What are the percentages for the service charge and tax?
All food and beverage are subject to a 15% service charge which is taxable. There is no service
charge on room rental. All billable items are subject to 13% HST.

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Q. Am I required to have liability insurance for my event at the NAC?

Yes, you are required to produce and maintain, liability insurance coverage in amounts sufficient to
indemnify the NAC against all claims with respect to bodily injury (including death), personal injury
and property damage.

You can provide proof that you already have obtained liability insurance that meets the contract
requirements, or purchase Facility User Liability insurance through the NAC during the booking
process.

If alcohol is to be served or consumed at the event, the required insurance coverage shall be
increased to no less than five million dollars ($5,000,000) per occurrence. The minimum insurance
coverage will be two million dollars ($2,000,000) for a non-alcoholic event. Here are the costs to
purchase Facility User Liability insurance via the NAC:

Q. Do you charge for beverage service?

We are pleased to offer a variety of bar formats including hosted, cash or a combination of both.
For each bar setup there is a minimum revenue requirement of $500 (before service charge and
taxes) or you will be required to pay the labour charges for each bartender, ($55 per hour for a
minimum of four hours). Our host bars are charged upon consumption.

Q. Can | book my wedding ceremony rehearsal with my bridal party?
It is possible to host your ceremony rehearsal but can’t guarantee a specific day until much closer

to your wedding date. The rehearsal time allocated is one hour and must be scheduled with your

Q. Canl come in and set up the night before my wedding date?

We cannot guarantee access to your room the night before unless you rent it for over two nights.
Room rental is subject to availability. The room set up times for weddings begins at 10am the day
of the wedding and tear down at 1am. Your room is available to you as of 11am, subject to the
Banquet Manager s discretion and availability.

Q. Are there any restrictions on smoke and fog machines, open flames, rice, table sparkles
or rose petal tossing?

Smoke and fog machines, bubble machines, open flames, cold sparks, confetti, rice or rose petal
tossing are strictly forbidden at the NAC. A minimum $500 fee will apply should any of these items
be used on our premises.

Q. Photography and outdoor spaces

The NAC has designated locations for wedding photography for first look and for family & friends
following your ceremony and should inquire about the options available to you. Note that the Roof
Top Terrace is not accessible in the winter months for photography.

Q. Is there parking available at NAC?
Yes. Parking is available in the NAC s secure, climate-controlled underground garage, located in
the building itself. Please visit the NAC website for pricing at

Q. Can | put my preferred date on hold?

If you wish to hold a specific date, we will place a tentative hold on your desired room for a
maximum of 2 weeks. If another couple is interested in booking the same date you will be asked
to confirm or release the booking within 48 hours. After two weeks, availability is no longer
guaranteed.

Q. Does the NAC provide a written contract for review?

Yes. You will be provided with a detailed catering contract that does require a signature. When
you confirm your booking, a 25% deposit (based on your rental fee and food and beverage
minimum guarantee) is required.

Q. What happens if | must cancel?
Our cancellation policy is outlined in your catering contract. Your 25% deposit is non-refundable.
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
